REGULATION UPDATED:

The.basis for which is governed International Women's Football
“Tournament, to be realized from 2nd to 8th August 2018 are the
listed below:

NO. 1 REGULATION:

All matches will be played according to the Laws of the Game
‘promulgated by the International Football Association Board
and FIFA, which are in force at the time when the competition is
played, except for some aspects of the detailed rules coming up
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NO: 2, Pitch:

All matches will be played in the “Els Arcs” Stadium of L'Alcudia

(of 65x105 m). With “special artificial grass”, approved by FIFA

{O. 3 TEAMS:
The six participating teams will be divided into two groups of
. three, group A and group B.

No.4,LENGTH OF MATCHES:
All matches consist of two equal periods of 35 minutes each,
with a break between them for 10 minutes.

No.5, PLAYERS:

Each team must register a maximum total of twenty (20) pla-
yers; players must carry the same number throughout the tour-
nament.

' NO 7 PLAYERS EQUIPEMENTS:

NO. 9 SEMIFINAL'S CLASSIFICATION:

The teams ranked first and second in each group qua-
lify for the semi-finals play. The semifinal matches will
be played as follows:

1st Place Group A vs. 2nd Place Group B
1st Place Group B against 2nd Place Group A

In the case that any of these two games ended in a tie,
they will launch three penalties per team to determine
the winner, if they persist the tie at the end, they will
continue to throw until the failure of one of the two
teams .

The losers of the two semifinals, will play a match to
rule the 3rd and 4th positions. In case of tie, they will
pass to the penalty shootout to determine the winner
in accordance with the procedure set out in the semi-
finals.
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NO. 10 GRAND FINAL CLASSIFICATION:
The winners of the semifinals will play the final.

The grand final will determine the winning team of
the tournament. If the final ends in a draw after 70
minutes of regulation, they will pass to the penalty
shootout to determine the winner in accordance with
the procedure set out in the semifinals.

NO. 11 PENALTIES:

The players will be penalized with yellow or red cardes.
YELLOW CARD. The “Yellow Card” is cumulative, the
player who is admonished with three yellow cards in
different matches will be punished with a match sus-
pension.

The player who is admonished with two yellow cards
in the same game will be expelled from it, not leading
one-match ban such expulsion, unless you accumula-
te three yellow cards.

RED CARD. The red card means the immediate expul-
sion of the player, and it will be punished according
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to the seriousness of the offense by the Competition
Committee of the Tournament and similarly may be
punished ALL RELATED COMPONENTS of the partici-
pating teams.

NO. 12 BENCHES:
In the place reserved for substitute players and tech-
nical staff; may only be placed in it, substitute players
from each squad and a maximum of 5 people from
the technical staff.

NO. 13 OVERVIEW:
For the perfect and faithful implementation of the
program of the tournament will not tolerate any de-
lay in the timetable.

The exchange of souvenirs (pennants, badges, etc.)
between the participating teams, will take place at
the beginning of each meeting, when the field and
kick being raffled.

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' NO. 14 TROPHIES:
